Marine Safety and Environmental Protection 


  Fourteenth District Marine Safety units in Hawaii, Japan, Singapore, American Samoa, Guam and the Commonwealth of Northern Mariana Islands proactively address commercial vessel safety and marine environmental protection concerns over a massive 23.1 million square mile area in the Pacific and Indian Oceans. 


  Marine inspectors conduct safety inspections on more than 2,000 commercial vessels annually, addressing the safety needs of more than 450 cruise ship visits per year carrying nearly 400,000 passengers in district waters, in addition to about 900 small passenger vessels and nearly 700 tank ships, cargo ships and fishing vessels. 


  Marine safety personnel monitor vessel construction to ensure compliance with safety standards, investigate marine casualties, and ensure proper licensing and training of crews navigating U.S. flag commercial vessels. 


  More than 90 percent of America's coral reefs are found within the jurisdiction of the 14th District. Protecting coral reefs and the other inhabitants of the marine environment from the impacts of casualties, oil spills, derelict fishing gear, marine debris and other hazards through effective planning and response efforts is a primary goal of our Marine Environmental program. 


  Our units work to enhance port safety and security though improving maritime domain awareness and waterway management techniques. The recent implementation of our Foreign Port Security Liaison Officer program is intended to move our maritime security borders out to the ports of cargo embarkation and vessel departure.    








Waterways Management


Our fleet of buoytenders, and personnel from the Aids to Navigation Team based on Sand Island, maintain more than 500 navigational aids and help light the islands by maintaining seven lighthouses throughout the Hawaiian Islands. Annually more than 17.7 million tons of commerce is safely moved among the Hawaiian Islands.








 Maritime Law Enforcement


Our cutters and aircraft patrol the Pacific Ocean enforcing the Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act, which controls foreign fishing within the eight separate 200-mile exclusive economic zones of U.S. territories. And patrol to interdict vessels that attempt to use illegal high-seas drift nets.


A fleet of domestic fishing vessels is also monitored for compliance with all applicable U.S. laws. The Coast Guard also assists the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration with enforcing safety zones within the Hawaiian Islands Humpback Whale National Marine Sanctuary.


Our law enforcements efforts maintain border security against illegal drugs, illegal migrants, firearms and weapons of mass destruction.

Search and Rescue


Search and rescue planners at the Joint Rescue Coordination Center respond to distress calls within an area that is about two-and-a-half times larger than the continental U.S. 


Available search assets can include anything from passing fishing vessels, C-130 Hercules fixed wing aircraft and HH-65 Dolphin helicopters from Air Station Barbers Point or other military vessels and aircraft. Using the Automated Mutual Assistance Vessel Rescue System (AMVER), civilian ships that are transiting an area where assistance is needed can also be called upon to help. 








Maritime Homeland Security


As the principal agency for maritime homeland defense, we will continue to closely partner with international, federal, state, local and private entities to expand and improve the effectiveness of the global fight against terrorism. 


Our main goal is to prevent attacks and reduce vulnerability by an increased presence of offshore and waterborne patrols. The men and women in the Fourteenth District remain vigilant in protecting the ports and the marine transportation system from terrorism, and facilitating the flow of commerce. 


Our newly established Marine Safety and Security Team is a part of the Department of Homeland Security's layered strategy directed at protecting our seaports and waterways.  MSSTs provide waterborne and shore side antiterrorism force protection for strategic shipping, high interest vessels and critical infrastructure.
