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Maritime Safety and Security Team Honolulu (91107) is located on the island of Oahu, the most populous and third largest of the Hawaiian Islands. The unit is co-located with the Integrated Support Command (ISC) Honolulu on Sand Island, which is a heavy industrial area on the southern coast of Oahu located next to Honolulu Harbor. Maritime Safety and Security Teams are under the command of the Deployable Operations Group (DOG) and are known as Deployable Specialized Forces, as such, most members will deploy several times a year to various locations for differing lengths of time averaging about two to three weeks. 
MSST Honolulu is made up of two departments: Operations and Logistics. Within either of those two departments are several divisions: Maritime Law Enforcement/Force Protection, Waterside Security Section, Engineering, Administration, and Planning. We can deploy for varying reasons, typically revolving around our primary role in Port, Waterways, and Coastal Security (PWCS).
Physical fitness is very important at any MSST and all members have to pass DOG PT standards.  Training is paramount in MSST Honolulu as our job is a relatively specialized one requiring frequent practice. While deployed, MSST Honolulu frequently enforces security zones.


UNITS MISSIONS

Port, Coastal, and Waterways Security (PWCS), Law Enforcement (LE), Maritime Law Enforcement and Force Protection (MLE/FP) are MSST Honolulu’s primary missions.
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
